
A. Two $500.00 scholarships will be presented to the selected applicants annually.

B. Applicants must be 16 years of age but not have reached their 21st birthday as of January 1st of the cur  
 rent year.

C. Applicants must have participated in or assisted at two or more M.W.H.S. approved horse shows or 
 other M.W.H.S. functions during the current year.

D. The goal of this Scholarship program is to benefit as many youth as possible; previous recipients are not   
 eligible to reapply for the scholarship.

E. Applicants must provide current or most recent transcript of their Ontario Scholastic Record, and must   
 accurately complete in full the application supplied.

F. Applicants must submit a recent 3”x5” color head and shoulder only photograph.  Photos will not be   
 returned.  The selected applicants’ photos may be published.

G. Applications must be received no later than September 21, 2010 .

H. Applicants must include a total of three reference letters.  Adults who are at least 21 years of age 
 and not the applicants’ legal guardian or a relative must write letters.  Each reference must state how 
 he or she knows the applicant and for how long.  The reference letters must be from references listed 
 on the application form.  They should have specific, personal knowledge of applicants’ activities
 and must be able to validate them.  M.W.H.S. reserves the right to contact all references listed on 
 this application.

I. All applicants must submit a 500-word essay to explain how involvement with horses has affected and   
 enhanced their lives.

J. The selection committee may invite the top applicants to a personal interview.

K. Should a winning applicant be currently attending High School, the scholarship will be held in trust 
 by M.W.H.S. until the recipient is enrolled in post secondary education.  The recipient must be 
 enrolled as a full time student during the semester for which the scholarship is funded.  Should the 
 recipient not pursue post-secondary education by his/her 21st birthday, he/she must forfeit 
 the scholarship.

L. The scholarships will be presented at the M.W.H.S. Annual Banquet.  The recipient is expected to attend   
 the banquet to receive the scholarship.

M. M.W.H.S. can at any time change the number of scholarship recipients and the amount awarded.

N. Scholarships can be used towards tuition, books, board or any other miscellaneous school needs.
